(What a Landmine Is)

A landmine is a kind of weapon. It is an explosive device buried in the ground. There are
about 340 kinds of landmines, but they may be divided into two general groups: One is an
anti-personnel mine, and the other is an anti-tank mine. The size of an anti—personnel mine is
about 5 to 15 centimeters in diameter; that of an anti-tank mine is about 60 to 100 centimeters
in diameter. An anti—personnel mine is a mine used to kill or harm people; an anti—tank mine
is a mine used to destroy vehicles. Whether adults or children, people can be killed
indiscriminately. Actually, about a quarter of those victims are children, less than 14 years
old. Also, an anti-personnel mine is very cheap. It costs only 3 dollars to make one.

Anti-personnel mines are reasonable weapons for people in developing countries and guerrillas.

(Summary of Section 1)

(Landmines in Cambodia and the Refugees)

Cambodia is in Southeast Asia and it borders on Thailand, Laos, and Vietnam. There are a lot
of refugees in Cambodia because it had civil wars for a long time. Because of the civil wars,
the forests and hills are littered with landmines and warning signs can be seen here and there.

Those refugees have long lived in the refugee camps with their families. Now that the war is
over, they strongly want to go out of the camps and own some land to grow crops. But there are
still a lot of landmines in the fields and even in the farmland. In fact, more than 30, 000
Cambodians have missed one or more arms or legs for over 20 years, and also a lot more Cambodians

have died in the fields instantly or from loss of blood.

{Summary of Section 2)
(Buried Landmines)

In 1993, the number of buried landmines in the world was said to be about 110 million, but in
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1998 the number was corrected by the report of the U. S. Department of State, called “Hidden Killers”.
The number is now said to be around 60 to 70 million. Landmines can remain active for about 100
years, and there are still a lot of heavily mined countries in the world. Some of them are Angola, |
Afghanistan, Iraq, Cambodia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Vietnam and Mozambique. To clear the world

of all the buried landmines, it would take over 1000 years and more than 30 billion dollars.

{Summary of Section 3}

(Mozambique and Artificial Limbs)

Mozambique, in southeastern Africa, is one of the most heavily mined countries in the world
The number of buried landmines there is about 3 million. In Mozambique, there are many Japanese
helping landmine victims as volunteers. Some of them are doctors, and some are limb fitters
They are always busy fitting their patients with artificial limbs at a rehabilitation center and
also on the street. But there are still so many patients who haven’t got their own limbs yet.

About 300, 000 patients need their own artificial limbs in the world. They have been waiting
for their new arms or legs for months or years patiently, because they know they cannot farm on
crutches. However, they consider themselves lucky. Actually, they are still alive and if they

get their own artificial limbs, they will be able to work on the farmland again.

{Summary of Section 4)

(The Ottawa Convention)

Among the people who approved of “Ban Landmines” were Princess Diana and Pope John Paul II.
They strongly appealed to people in the world for “Ban Landmines” . Finally, in December 1997,
121 countries signed the convention to ban all the countries from producing, using and stocking
anti-personnel mines. The convention was signed in Ottawa, the capital city of Canada, so it
is now called the Ottawa Convention. So far, the number of countries that signed the convention
has increased to 147. But still now, China, Russia and the U.S. A have not signed it yet, though
they are the permanent members of the United Nations. In the world there are about 230 million
landmines stocked in about 100 countries. But the stock of landmines in those three countries
is about 80 percent of all the landmines. : China (110 million), Russia (60 to 70 million), and

the U.S.A. (11 million).
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
