Research on elementary school curriculum reform
during the early post- war period. The
characteristics of the studies regarding the
educational practices during the early post-war
period, between 1945 and 1949, preceding the Core
Curriculum Movement in the 1950’s, were examined,
including the influence of the pre-war era.
Traditionally, studies concerning the Core
Curriculum movement had focused on the
implementation of the educational practices during
the 1950s; however, my research is characterized by
an approach based on the temporal continuity from
pre-war, through war-time, to post-war periods.
Taking as an example the elementary school
attached to Akashi Women’s Normal School, known
for its prewar efforts in curriculum reform in the
1930s and its leading role in the Core Curriculum
movement in the 1950s, its educational practices
were examined from the view point of conditions
which supported its postwar curriculum reform
including elements such as the composition of
teachers, the management of the school and the
process of implementation and teacher training as
well as their correlation to the curriculum as a
system. The study should give a useful indication for
the presentPeriod for ‘Integrated Study’.

(For Undergraduate) I taught classes regarding
educational curriculum, educational methodology,
teacher training and others. In the ‘Introduction to
educational curriculum’ class, I ran a series of
lectures regarding the characteristics of the
educational curriculum in Japan from the pre-war
era up to the present, highlighting the issues which
lead to the present educational curriculum and its
methods. In addition, I taught classes aimed at
teacher training including the teaching material
studies for Japanese curriculum, and moral
education (including omnibus format), coordinating
and supervising the students on-site teacher training
throughout.
