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I pushed forward a study of “the reconstruction
of life and the cultural environment in the volcanic
eruption affliction place of our country” . I performed
the excavation about the another spot at Shikiryo
site this year and, based on results of research until
2006, collected data about the land use of the area
buried by eruption of Mt. Kaimon of 874 concerned
and the reconstruction of the living environment.
As for the remains of an ancient structure which I
detected, the disorder of the earth layer is seen in
the wall surface of the investigation ward, a part
on the furrow of the field in a field buried by a fall
of ash by the eruption in the latter half in the ninth
century. When volcanic ashes poured in this field,
that some kind of plants grew was assumed by this
disorder. In addition, I organized the investigating
group which assumed Takano the head and, as
related investigation, carried out the excavation of
the KOkoma site of Tokyo Miyake-jima Island.

In addition, for allied document collection, I
proceeded to France Iceland.

I perform the constitution of a necessary subject
and the examination of contents for the curator
training, and the investigation of the school Museum
continues from last year.
