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(1) establishing methodologies for Japanese language
education and teacher-development which
aimed at facilitating to develop multilingual/
multicultural society;

(2) developing a system which was designed to
support school subjects learning of linguistic
minority children.

The agenda(1) was conducted as the final step of a
five year research project B(2) funded by JSPS, and
the final research report was published.

The agenda(2) was processed as the first step of
a three year pioneer research project, also funded
by JSPS. The project was done going the full scale
cooperation of Tsurumi junior high school in
Yokohama city.
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The educational persuie should be characterized as
the following: (1) education pro gram for Japanese
language teacher practicum was put through by
being carefully designed to be integrated to a
research project funded by JSPS .; (2) establishing a
system in which graduate students participate in the
school subjects learning support system for linguistic
minority children in Tsurumi junior high school
designed for the graduate students participants to
shape the field where the had the opportunity to
identify what would be the appropriate research
manner that could be responsive to and therefore
influential to educational practice.

Each of the attendants above had chances of the
following experiences: 1. interactions between their
teaching practice and research conducts; 2. research
methodologies and fine techniques,.
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
