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My research field is comparative social history of
education, especially on modern Japan, Germany, and
U.S. I am mainly concerned about the obviousness
of the “children” and the “family” , which I try
to deconstruct from a historical and sociological
viewpoint. In order to do this, I set two research
strategies, one is the analysis of discourse and the
other is the analysis of system and institution.

This fiscal year (the 2008 fiscal year) I published
the papers about the early childhood education in
contemporary and historical perspective. First, I
examined the early childhood education and academic
achievement in Germany after PISA. Second, I also
analyzed the trend of an early childhood teacher’ s
training system and thought in gender perspective
in 19th.centry. And I tried to do the analysis about
gender issues in education system from 18th.centry
to today in Germany.

I also analyzed the trend of the family education in
post war Japan, plan to publish the paper in the next
fiscal year.
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Under Graduate education: As the exercise in
the 2008 fiscal year, I lectured educational culture
in many perspectives, for example gender, power,
and so on. In seminar we discussed by taking up
the literature on the theme of the comparative early
childhood education system. In faculty education,
I am also concerned with the education and the
management of the teacher-training course.

Graduate-school education: In the 2008 fiscal year,
in seminar we discussed by taking up the literature
on the theme of the early childhood teacher’ s
training system and thought in world history.

I also had workshop on sociology of children, and
in this workshop we discussed on the children on
the movie. This workshop opened for graduate and
under graduate students, and will continue in the
next year.
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
