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1. Assessment of Academic Achievement and Educational
Policy

Assessments of academic achievementare are widely
conducted in recent years and the educational policy
tend to be made based on the result of the assessment. In
order to make the policy to be effective, it is important to
analyse the assessment deeply.

2. Community Participation and Disparity in Primary
Education

This study discusses the current state of and future
challenges for the “socialization of education” as one
aspect of the move towards community participation in
education (mainly primary education) in Vietnam and
Cambodia.

3. International Cooperation in Early Childhood Care and
Education

The importance of international cooperation in early
childhood care and development has been recognized
since the 1990s, emphasized on the one hand from a
human rights perspective and on the other in terms of
developmental cost-benefit. But ECD does not enjoy a
high level of priority for the governments of developing
countries. This study discusses the current state of early
childhood care and education in developing countries and
policy challenges.
